As can be seen in the Railroad Map around 1899 (Figure 3) only seven railroad lines crisscross Frankli

County and one of the lines goes through North Ottawa, rather than directly through the town of Ottawa

(Figure 3), would each supply half the cars. The R@glple traveled nindays by Ocean Liner, marked
by heavy seas, dense fog and towering icebergs to Quebec City.
