The cover was sent to a Miss Wisnom at
Deefhaven Camp, Asquam Lake, in Ashland,
New Hampshire. Ashland (formerly known as
Holderness until 1868) is a small village in
Grafton County, New Hampshire, chartered in
1751 but delayed settlement due to the Hmenc
and Indian War until 1761. It was located on the
Squam River, that hafalls with a 112 foot drop,
which provided water power (Figure 2) for
sawmills and gristmills.
